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Is the EU ready to compete on global markets? What did the reform set out to do? Has it been achieved? The future of the European sugar regime keeps interested stakeholders busy as they debate the end of the sugar quota system, will this help the EU to achieve a competitive and fair EU sugar market for actors throughout the supply chain? Will it contribute to achieving sustainable, globally competitive EU production, refining and exports? What are the consequences of a potential extension of the quota system beyond 2015 for EU and global stakeholders?
